Gilberto Corretti and Paolo Deganello
Gilberto Corretti and Paolo Deganello are the cofounders of Archizoom, Florence 1966.

Archizoom was polemical in speech and practice in this period of social radicalism. In 1968, at the Triennale in Milan, they organized the 'Center for Eclectic Conspiracy'. In 1972, they declared the 'right to go against a reality that lacks 'meaning'... to act, modify, form, and destroy the surrounding environment. The 'Mies' chair is a well-known example of their work.

Hans Walter Muller

Hans-Walter Müller was born in Germany in 1935. He qualified as an architect in 1961 and became involved in the kinetic art movement of the 1960s, he is one of the world’s leading specialists in inflatable architecture. He has designed stage sets for many international operas, working for Jean Dubuffet, Maurice Béjart and Peter Goss, among others. 
I worked as part of a student team designing and making this inflatable temporary Museum in Florence. 
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Nunzio (Di Stefano)
The son of Toti Scialoja, and one of the most interesting protagonists of the new generation of sculptors, Nunzio concentrates his expressive studies on matter, favouring plaster, wood and lead, which he has used alternately since the early 1980s. He was nominated best young artist at the 42nd Biennale in Venice, 1986, and received an honourable mention in the 46th Biennale in 1995 and he continues to be a significant force internationally. I have worked in his studio as assistant for two internships, and he continues to be one of my most important influences. 
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Peter Collis

Peter Collis has been a full-time professional potter since 1978, developing forms and decorative techniques to enhance domestic and commercial interiors.
The main focus to Collis’s work has been the handling of 'shape' and 'surface'. He creates simple 'pure form' vessels, which he then treats in a wide range of methods. 
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
